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2001 was our first vintage with White Rose Vineyard in the Red 
Hills above Dundee, Oregon.  Our White Rose Pinot noir is a 
multi-dimensional wine, with a nose dominated by cherry liqueur, 
sweet shoe leather and rose petals, and a palate expressing tart, ripe 
red fruit and cinnamon.  Nice acidity makes the White Rose 
particularly long and juicy in the mouth.  The fruit was harvested 
October 8, 2001, and yielded only 1.78 tons/acre.  Our production 
of 340 cases of White Rose was aged 16 months in 40% new 
French oak, and bottled February 4, 2003.
